Matt. 24:15, “Therefore when you see the
‘abomination of desolation,” spoken of by
Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy
place (whoever reads, let him
understand),”



Matt. 24:21, “For then there will be
great tribulation, such as has not
been since the beginning of the world
until this time, no, nor ever shall be.”
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Jer. 30:7, “Alas! For that day iIs
great, so that none is likeit; and it Is
the time of Jacob’s trouble, but he
shall be saved out of it.”

2. TWO Beasts: Two Withesses




1. “Anti-Christ” I1s aterm used 1%, but
has become the most common title for
the first “beast” of Revelation.



1 John 2:18, “Children, it is the last hour; and
just as you heard that antichrist is coming,
even now many antichrists have arisen; from
this we know that it is the last hour.”

1 John 2:22, “Who Is the liar but the one who
denies that Jesus Is the Christ? This Is the

antichrist, the one who denies the Father and
the Son.”

avTiYPLoTOC, antichristos: a substitute Christ, not
one who iIs against Christ; someone who claims

to do what only the Messiah can do: world
peace, end hunger and poverty, universal
healthcare, ecological harmony.

and he will prosper until the indignation is
finished, for that which is decreed will be
done.”




6. He will make war against all believers
In Jesus.

Dan. 7:25, “He will speak out against
the Most High and wear down the
saints of the Highest One, and he will
iIntend to make alterations in times
and in law; and they will be given into
his hand for a time, times, and half a
time” (3-1/2 years).

The Second Beast: The False Prophet

Rev. 13:11-18

He Is a distinct personage from the
anti-Christ and also portrayed as the
second beast, “another beast.” He is a
prophet or spokesman for the anti-
Christ.



Rev. 13:11, “Then | saw another beast
coming up out of the earth, and he had
two horns like alamb and spoke like a

dragon.”




The Second Beast: The False Prophet

1. The False Prophet is another beast “of the
same kind.” (Rev. 13:11)

2. He causes the earth-dwellers to worship the
first beast, to make an image of him, and Kkills
those who do not worship the first beast.
(Rev. 13:13-15)

3. He performs signs, wonders, miracles, “fire
from heaven”.

4. He carries out the policy to force all to take
the mark of the beast.



Rev. 13:16, “He causes all, both small and
great, rich and poor, free and slave, to receive a
mark on their right hand or on their foreheads,

Rev. 13:17, “and that no one may buy or sell
except one who has the mark or the name of
the beast, or the number of his name.”

This Is during the first half of
Daniel’s seventieth week.

1. The two withesses are active for 1,260
days.

Rev. 11:3, “And | will grant authority to
my two witnesses, and they will
prophesy for twelve hundred and sixty
days, clothed in sackcloth.”




Who are the Two Withesses?
This Is during the first half of
Daniel’s seventieth week.

2. The two witnhesses have prophetic
ministries similar to Moses and
Elijah, but are not Moses and Elijah,
because these two prophets have
already died.



Matt. 11:13, “For all the prophets and the
Law prophesied until John.

Matt. 11:14, “And if vou are willing to

accept it, John himself is Elijah who was
to come.

Matt. 11:15, “He who has ears to hear, let
him hear.”



Matt. 1/7:12, “But | say to you that Elijah

has come already, and they did not know
him but did to him whatever they wished.

Likewise the Son of Man Is also about to
suffer at their hands.”

Matt. 1/7:13, “Then the disciples
understood that He spoke to them of John
the Baptist.”



3. Their roleis to be withesses: witnesses
of the gospel and witnesses against the
kingdom of the anti-Christ.



4. After the Beast (the anti-Christ) murders
them, all the world will rejoice and view
their bodies for three and a half days until
God resurrects them.

Rev. 11:10, “And those who dwell on the
earth will rejoice over them, make merry,
and send gifts to one another, because
these two prophets tormented those who
dwell on the earth.”




Rev. 11:11, “Now after the three-
and-a-half days the breath of life
from God entered them, and they
stood on their feet, and great
fear fell on those who saw them.
