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1. Assurance that Someone is “in charge” of 
reality

2. A transcendental standard of right and wrong

3. Hope that ultimate justice will be done

4. Confidence that it is possible to know real, 
enduring truths

5. Assurance of stability in nature and history

6. Assurance that Someone loves me in spite of 
my flaws
